Intel International Science and Engineering Fair (Intel ISEF) People’s Choice Award – 2011 
The Intel ISEF People’s Choice Awards for 2011 allows the public to vote for their favorite science submission from the Intel ISEF Best of Category winners who have agreed to enter their projects in the People’s Choice Awards. Who is Eligible to Participate: The Intel ISEF Best of Category winners who have agreed to participate in the Intel ISEF People’s Choice Awards.

People’s Choice Award and Voting: Beginning May 18, 2011, the contestants who have agreed to participate (describe and enter their projects) in the Intel ISEF People’s Choice Awards will be featured on www.inspiredbyeducation.com.  The page will include a brief description and a picture of the competing projects, we may also add videos. Visitors to the page will be encouraged to vote on their favorite project by using the voting buttons provided on the page. Voting begins on May 18, 2011. Voting will end on June 1, 2011 at 9 am PT. After this time no more votes will be accepted.

People’s Choice Winners:  The science projects that receive the most votes will be spotlighted on the award Website. Votes will be tallied electronically.

Prizes:  Winners will be notified via email on June 2, 2011.  The winning finalists will be spotlighted on the Intel Facebook page. First place prize is a Macbook air, second place prize is a HP Mini Netbook, and third place prize is an iPod Touch.  Prizes will be shipped to the winner after the contest results are announced. 5. Voting criteria: Voters should vote for the students whose project they feel is most creative, innovative, and has the most potential to positively change our world. Voters may vote once per day.
